WHEREAS, U.S. Census Bureau data indicates a share of Alabama children live in single-parent or
non-married-couple fiousefiolds, underscoring the need for of stable parental involvement and consistency from
parents; and

UWHEREAS, Alabama education outcomes show students in stable fome environments are more (ikely
to attend school regularty, meet grade level benchmarks and graduate on time compared to peers in non-
traditional househiolds, reinforcing the direct correlation between family stability and student success; and

WHEREAS, Alabama has demonstrated support for families by expanding educational choice and
early childhood learning opportunities, while also achieving significant and measurable improvements to its
child welfare system and partnering with Tirst Lady Melania Trump in promoting the Trump Administration’s
“a4 Home for Cvery Child” initiative; and
